REQUEST FOR THE CONTINUATION OF STATUTORY MEASURES RELATING TO LEVIES,
REGISTRATIONS AND RECORDS & RETURNS IN THE PORK INDUSTRY IN TERMS OF THE
MARKETING OF AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS ACT

It is hereby made known that, in terms of section 11 of the Marketing of Agricultural Products Act,
1996 (Act No.47 of 1996) (MAP Act), the Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries has
received a request from the pork industry for the continuation of statutory measures relating to
levies, registrations, the keeping of records and the rendering of returns. The applicant for the
proposed statutory measures is the South African Pork Producers’ Organisation (SAPPO), a
voluntary organisation established by pork producers in 1992 to act as mouthpiece and
representative organisation for pork producers in South Africa. The current statutory measures for
the pork industry will expire on 31 October 2016. Although the current statutory measures will only
lapse on 31 October 2016, SAPPO requested ministerial approval for the establishment of the
proposed statutory measures for a new period of three years, from 1 November 2016 to expire on
31 October 2019.

The existing statutory levy is R9.38 per slaughter pig or live pig exported (excluding VAT). SAPPO
proposed that the statutory levy increase to R10.50 per pig (VAT excluded) for the period 1
November 2016 to 31 October 2017, to R11.03 per pig (VAT excluded) for the period 1 November
2017 to 31 October 2018 and to R11.58 per pig (VAT excluded) for the period 1 November 2018 to
31 October 2019. The estimated income from the proposed levies is between R28.8 million (for
2016/17) and R31.8 million per annum (for 2018/19). The proposed statutory levies will finance the

following functions, namely —

The MAP Act stipulates that a statutory levy may not exceed 5% of the price realised for a specific
agricultural product at the first point of sale. The maximum of 5% must be based on a guideline
price calculated as the average price at the first point of sale over a period not exceeding three
years. The proposed statutory levies will only be 0.67% of the calculated guideline price for a pork

carcass (an average over three years) at the first point of sale.

The purpose of the statutory measure relating to registrations is to compel abattoirs slaughtering
pigs and exporters of live pigs, to register with the administrator of the pork industry statutory
measures (SAPPO). The purpose of the statutory measure relating to records & returns is to compel
abattoirs and exporters of live pigs to render records and returns to the administrator of the pork
industry statutory measures. These statutory measures are necessary to ensure that continuous,
timeous and accurate market information relating to pigs slaughtered, marketed and live pigs
exported is available to all role-players. Market information is deemed essential for all role-players

in order for them to make informed decisions.

The National Agricultural Marketing Council (NAMC) took cognisance that the proposed
continuation of the statutory measures relating to levies, registration, the keeping of records and the
rendering of returns in the pork industry as requested by SAPPO, is consistent with the objectives of
the MAP Act. The request is currently being investigated by the NAMC and recommendations in this

regard will be made to the Minister in the near future.

(ACT No. 15 OF 1997)
REGULATIONS: AMENDMENTS

The Minister of Agriculture, acting under section 20 of the Genetically Modified Organisms Act,
1997 (Act No.15 of 1997), has made the following regulations in the Schedule.

SCHEDULE
Definition

1. In this Schedule “the Regulations” means the regulation published by Government Notice No.R 1420
of 26 November 1999, as amended by Government Notice Nos. R.828 of 21 June 2002, R.576 of 2
May 2003 and R.495 of 23 April 2004, R.478 of 27 May 2005, R.130 of 17 February 2006, R.41 of 26

A complaint must be lodged in the format as may be determined by the DG or the ILU
and must at least —

(a) state the full names, identification number, physical and postal address, and
any other relevant contact information {such as an e-mail address) of the
complainant;

The DG must refer the complaint to the ILU for investigation and the said Unit must
finalise any such investigation within the timeframe determined by the DG which
timeframe may not be more than 30 working days from the date of receipt of the
complaint.

The ILU may request a complainant to supply any additional information which may
be necessary to consider the complaint. If it is necessary to meet with a complainant,
the ILU must do so in the most cost-effective manner which may include the use of
modern social media applications provided the privacy of the complainant is
protected.

The ILU must prepare a report on their investigation and submit it to the DG together
with any relevant documentation and their recommendations.

The DG must, within 10 working days from the date of receipt of the ILU report, take
a decision and inform the complainant of his or her decision. A copy of the DG
response must be provided to the ILU.

If the complainant is dissatisfied with the decision of the DG, he or she may, within
30 working days from the date of the DG's response referred to in paragraph 12.6,
lodge an appeal with the Minister in writing.

Review of Policy

This Policy may be reviewed whenever necessary but must be reviewed at least
every five years.

2. The WCCPF is a voluntary association of approximately 230 citrus fruit growers from
the Western Cape and certain parts of the Northern Cape regions of South Africa that
are eligible to export summer citrus fruit to the United States of America (“USA”). The
objective of the WCCPF is to collectively ship, promote; facilitate logistical, marketing

and sales support coordination for the export of their members’ products to the USA.

3. The Commission has previously granted WCCPF an exemption in terms of section
10(3)(b)(i) of the Act. The first exemption was granted on 1 July 2006, ending 30 June
2011. The second exemption was granted on 17 August 2011, ending 30 June 2016.

The new application is brought in anticipation of the expiry of the current exemption.

4. Specifically, the WCCPF has requested that it be permitted to engage in the following

activities to achieve its objective-

4.1. Coordination between producers to ensure compliance with the stringent

quality and phytosanitary standards necessary for exportation to the USA;
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4.2. Co-ordination and allocation of volumes and specific types of cultivars of citrus
fruit to be exported at specific times to the USA by each of its producer
members;

4.3.  Circulating information amongst members regarding the prices achieved on
the export market in order to ensure that favourable prices are obtained in the
USA market;

4.4. Establishment and stimulation of demand for South African summer citrus fruit
in the USA;

4.5. Collective negotiation of logistical channels used to transport the citrus fruit to
the USA, and the respective freight and loading rates to ensure that all
members are able to profitably export to the USA; and

4.6. Formulating a demand plan for the marketing of exports in the USA.

5. The WCCPF submits that the collective agreements between its members and
shareholders would contravene section 4(1)(b), alternatively, section 4(1)(a), of the
Act, which is a per se prohibition that cannot be defended on efficiency, technological

DRAFT LANGUAGE POLICY

DEPARTMENT OF HIGHER EDUCATION
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1. INTRODUCTION

This, a Department of Higher Education and Training Language Policy, fulfills the prescripts of the
Constitution of the Republic of South Africa (1996), amplified in the Use of Official Languages Act
(2012). The Constitution provides for recognition and use of eleven (11) official languages. Further,
recognises the diminished use and inferior status of indigenous languages, therefore requiring
government Departments to take practical and positive measures to elevate the status and use of
indigenous languages. In addition, the Constitution requires all official languages to be afforded parity

of esteem and equitable treatment.

The Use of Official Languages Act (2012) provides for, amongst other requirements, the regulation and
monitoring of the use of official languages by national government for government purposes; requires
the adoption of a language policy and provides for the establishment of a national language unit by the
department.

The Act came into operation on 2 May 2013 by Proclamation No. 10 published in Government Gazette
No. 36392 of 26 April 2013. The Regulations to the Act came into effect on 5 February 2014 through
Government Notice No. 10140 promulgated in Government Gazette No. 37398 of 28 February 2014.

The Department of Higher Education and Training (DHET) in its capacity as a national government
department developed and adopted this Language Policy in fulfilment of the prescripts of the

Constitution and the Act.

4. PURPOSE

The purpose of the policy is to outline how the DHET will comply with the prescripts of the Act and
how it will use official languages to meet its communication needs and information needs of the

citizens; articulate policy, services, benefits for and empower communities.

This policy document outlines the initiatives of DHET to take reasonable steps to ensure meaningful
access to its services and activities by all citizens of the Republic and limited English proficient persons
in compliance with the Constitution, the Use of Official Languages Act, 2012, Promotion of Access to

Information Act, 2000, Promotion of Equality and Prevention of Unfair Discrimination Act, 2000.

5. POLICY STATEMENT

Recognizing and subscribing to the founding provisions espoused in Chapter 1 of the Constitution, the
Department of Higher Education and Training is committed to providing quality, efficient, responsive
and professional post-school education services to all the citizens of the Republic and the global
community regardless of their language and status.

The DHET is committed to the requirements of the Constitution, the Act and to recognition of all
official languages by ensuring that these enjoy parity of esteem and equitable treatment through and in

all its communication and intercation with communities and individuals

The DHET is dedicated to linguistically accurate and appropriate deciphering of information that
conveys the thought, intent, meaning and spirit of the message. Equal access to education including the
rights to receive education in the official language or languages of choice and to establish and maintain
independent educational institutions is legally mandated by section 29 of the Constitution. The rights to

equality and access to information are guaranteed in sections 9 and 32 respectively of the Constitution.

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6. LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK

6.1 This policy is developed in accordance with requirements of the Constitution and, particularly
Section 4 of the Use of Official Languages Act no 12 of 2012; sub-section 4(1) which requires
that a national department and its entities must adopt a language policy on the use of all official
languages.

6.2 In addition, the policy is also guided by the following legislative instruments, text and principle:

e Regulations promulgated in terms of section 13 of the Act;

e Promotion of Access to Information Act, 2000 (Act No. 2 of 2000);

e Promotion of Equality and Prevention of Unfair Discrimination Act, 2000 (Act No. 4 of
2000)

e The White Paper for Post-School Education and Training: Building an expanded,
effective and integrated post-school system, approved by the Cabinet on 20 November
2013; and

e The Batho Pele principle.

6.3 Further, that the DHET will comply with requirements of sub-section 4(4.2 (b)) which requires
that the DHET must adopt at least three official languages that the national department and its
entities will use for government purposes as well as sub-section 4 (2.(d) (i) and (ii)) which
requires the DHET to where applicable use any other language other than official languages or

South African Sign Language or Braille where applicable.
7. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of this policy are based on the Act, Section 2 sub-sections (a) to (d), being;

7.1 to adopt, implement a language policy and monitor its application by its entities in the use of

official languages for government purposes
7.2 to promote parity of esteem and equitable treatment of official languages in the Republic
7.3 to facilitate equitable access to services and information of DHET; and

7.4 to promote good language management by DHET for efficient public service administration

and to meet the needs of the public
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8. PRINCIPLES

The principles of this policy derive from the Constitution and the Act namely;

8.1 Commitment to the recognition and promotion of the use of all eleven (11) official languages in
the republic to ensure constitutional language equity and rights.

8.2 Taking practical and positive measures to elevate the status and use of indigenous languages to
instil and maintain healthy partnerships, social inclusion and cohesion;

8.3 Promotion of parity of esteem and equitable treatment of official languages in this democracy

8.4 Promotion of good language management by the DHET to ensure efficient public service
administration that meets the needs of the public and ensures equitable access to services and
information of the DHET;

8.5 Prevention of the use of any language for the purposes of exploitation, domination and
discrimination with the DHET;

8.6 Enhancement of people-centeredness by addressing the interest, needs and aspirations of
language communities through on-going discourse; and

8.7 Support of special redress programmes for previously marginalized official indigenous
languages, and the learning and teaching of all the official languages of the Republic at all levels

of education.

9. SCOPE OF APPLICATION
The scope and application of this policy take into account the language needs and cultural
dynamics at national level and provicial contexts as outlined in 9.1 and in Table 1.
The following factors have been taken into consideration in arriving at the choice of official
languages the DHET will use in each context/situation:
o Usage;
e Practicability;
e Expense;
e Regional circumstances; and

e The balance of the needs and preferences of the public it serves
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9.1 The national DHET will use for official government business , the following languages:

e English

e Sepedi and

o isiZulu

9.2 Provinces will have an option to adopt at least three or more official languages and will adopt

an additional, reserve or alternative language (see Table 1. C)

9.3 Notwithstanding the above languages, the DHET will also use other official languages as and
when required.

9.4 Public higher education institutions, Technical Vocational Education and Training colleges and
Community Education and Training colleges should, with necessary changes, align their
respective language policies with this policy.

9.5 The importance of the service the DHET provides to the public is self-evident. Accordingly, the
DHET takes all measures possible to provide language services sufficient to ensure that all
citizens of the Republic enjoy comparable access to its services.

9.6 The chosen languages may not apply to electronic communication platforms such as the DHET
website content

9.7 Departmental publications, policies, forms, notices and adverts that are exclusively intended for public use

will be translated into nominated languages as outlined in Table 1.

10. IDENTIFICATION OF AN INDIVIDUAL’S LANGUAGE PREFERENCE

10.1 At first contact with members of the public or their representative, the dedicated staff members
of the DHET will inform the individual or his or her representative that the DHET will provide
an interpreter, including sign or foreign language, if the individual needs one and will enquire in
what language the individual prefers to receive his or her service.

10.2 All individuals who indicate the need for an interpreter will receive language assistance to
ensure that language is not a barrier to their access and participation. The need for an interpreter

and the language needed will be noted down by the DHET dedicated staff members.
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10.3 Individuals or groups requiring assistance in languages other than those nominated will apply

for assistance to the Director-General ten (10) office days in advance

11. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

11.1

The Director-General is the Chief Information Officer of the DHET. The DG is the overseer of
the implementation of this policy by staff within the DHET, Provinces, colleges and all other
public institutions directly accountable to the DHET.

Heads of DHET institutions will ensure adoption and use of official languages in line with this
policy and when required, report to the DG on the status of the use of official languages within
the institutions.

The DHET views the provision of language access services to the general populace as being
one of providing quality, efficient, responsive and meaningful service. With respect to its
language access programmes, the DHET recognizes that ongoing monitoring and evaluation are
essential to meeting the challenges inherent in effectively working with the public whose

language and culture stem from literally across the Republic.

12. LANGUAGE SERVICES UNIT

12.1

12.3

Section 7 of the Use of Official Languages Act, 2012, prescribes that, every national
department, national public entity and national public enterprises, must :

a) establish a language unit.

b) ensure that the language unit is provided with human resources, administrative resources and
other resources necessary for its effective functioning.

The Director General will therefore make available resources for the establishment and
functioning of a national Language Unit with DHET Headquarters at a Directorate level to be
referred henceforth as Directorate: Language Practice Services. The head of DLPS will

facilitate the adoption, use of official languages, monitoring and redress where required.

All DHET facilities will have instant around-the-clock access to telephonic interpretation

services covering most of the official languages in the Republic.
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13. OPERATING PROCEDURE

13.1 Unless required by circumstances other than provided for in this policy in table 1 (c), or unless
this policy is reviewed, this policy will apply at all times for the purposes of use of official
languages for government business

13.2 Individuals who may wish to lodge a complaint shall do so in writing to the Director-General
not more than thirty (30 days from the date on which language assistance was denied or was not
of a minimum standard

13.3 Any complaint lodged must provide full and details description of the complaint.

13.4 The DG will consider the complaint and respond in writing not later than three months after the

complaint was lodged, informing the complainant of the decision.

14. REVIEW

This policy will be reviewed when necssary or at least once within a period of five years.

15. PUBLICATION AND ACCESS

15.1 This policy will be translated into all official languages according to the grid in Table 1.

15.2 This policy will be made available in Braile upon written request to the CIO

15.3 This policy will be published on the DHET website and on websites of its institutions

15.4 This policy will be made available in paper form for reading or reference in all
institutions of the DHET, in the IRC and DLPS

15.5 The DHET will post in a conspicuous place in the reception area a clear statement
translated into the most common languages among the local populace of the availability

of interpreter services. A statement to this effect will also be posted on the DHET swebsite.

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1. Preamble

Regulation 3(3) of the Use of Official Languages Act, Act No 12 of 2012 (“UOLA") requires
the entities of the Department of Science and Technology to publish its proposed language
policy in the Government Gazette for public comment before proceeding to publish its
adopted language policy.

The purpose of the language policy is to provide a framework and guideline for
communicating official documentation in at least three (3) official languages. It is the
responsibility of SANSA to report against targets set for Government’'s UOLA.

The policy is intended to deal only with communication by SANSA in official documents and
marketing material in at least three (3) official South African laguages and not to duplicate
other policies and procedures. The languages identified for initial use are English, IsiZulu
and Sepedi.

2. Policy Scope
2.1 Policy subject area

e This policy is to be implemented by any SANSA employee responsible for
communicating to stakeholders in written form.

e The languages chosen apply to the agreed official documents and supporting
material as stated in this policy

e SANSA will ensure that reporting will be made to the Minister reponsible for
language matters and Pan South African language Board (PanSLB) annually

e All material translated will be accurate and accessible

2.2 Complaints mechanism for members of the public

e Any complaint related to the Agency’s use of official languages can be lodged in
writing to the SANSA CEO within three (3) months of the event arising.

2.3 Regular monitoring and assessing

o SANSA will regularly monitor and assess its use of official languages
SANSA will regularly monitor and assess compliance with this Policy

2.4 Compilation of a report
e SANSA will annually compile and submit a report to the Minister responsible for

language matters and to the PanSALB in compliance with the legislative
requirements

made with the implementation of this Policy, and any complaints received and
resolutions taken to address such complaints.

2. 5 Access to the language policy

The language policy will be published in the Government Gazeite in English, and
translations will be made available in IsiZulu and Sepedi.

This Policy shall be available in hard copy format, as well as electronically and a summary
thereof will be displayed in the three official languages on SANSA's website

Purpose of Pelicy

The purpose of this policy is to comply with section 4(1) of the Use of Official Languages Act,
2012 (Act No. 12 of 2012). It also takes into account the Use of Official Languages
Regulations 2013, and the National Language Policy Framework 2003. All these documents
are ultimately intended to give effect to section 6 of the Constitution of the Republic of South
Africa.

Policy Principles
Ensuring conformance to this policy will be guided by the following principles:

The official documents identified in this policy will be accurately translated and made
accessible to the public and stakeholders.

SANSA will not be restricted to the three languages of English, IsiZulu and Sepedi in
communications and may include any of the other 11 official languages and sign language,
as the need arises.

In subsequent years, SANSA will be guided in addition of other official languages and sign
language by Department of Science and Technology.

Complaints mechanism is in place and any complaints arising will be handled promptly and
fairly.

SANSA will partner with University linguistics departments to provide assistance in
terminology development and translation services.

Reporting to Minister responsible for language matters and PanSLB to be made timeously
and accurately.

Policy Statements

SANSA supports the promotion and equitable treatment of all 11 official languages and sign
language of the Republic of South Africa, as well as the facilitation of equitable access to
services and information on the Agency to all citizens of the country.

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e SANSA is committed to contributing to the knowledge of all citizens on space science and
technology through communication of its activities, products and services.

The Managing Directors (MDs) of the SANSA Directorates, through the Directorate’s
communication practitioners, are responsible for:
e Reviewing, adjusting and verifying Directorate specific language usage regarding the
UOL Act requirements.
e Assisting the SANSA CEO in compliance of this regulation.

This policy needs to be evaluated, reviewed and updated as necessary and/or when
legislative amendments require.

° All approved policies must be posted on a specifically dedicated SANSA policy website.

Monitoring process

Policy implementation is to be monitored in the following ways:
