20% of the community sound licensees’ programming.

(6) The registration application must be accompanied by the founding
documents of the applicant, the certificate, including the Constitution and

Memorandum of Incorporation (MOI) and any other related information.

(7) The Authority will make a determination and publish a notice on the
provinces/areas in which it invites registrations for class community sound
broadcast licence.

(8) The Authority will exercise its discretion of holding public hearings in
instances where there are competing registrations or issues of concern.”

prospective registrant.

The Authority will not consider an application or registration if the licensee
or registrant is in arrears with respect to any fees prescribed by the

Authority or legislated in terms of the Act.”
