Definition

In this Schedule, "the Regulations" means the Regulations relating to Health Messages on

Container Labels of Alcoholic Beverages published in the Government Notice No. R 764 on 24

August 2007 and amended by Government Notice No. R 1208 published on 14 November 2008.

Amendment of regulation 1 of the Regulations

1. Regulation 1 of the Regulations is hereby amended by the addition of the following

definition after the definition of "alcoholic beverage ":

"`container' includes any package, box, bottle, can or packet, in which an alcoholic

beverage is sold or offered for sale. ".

Substitution of regulation 2 of the Regulations

2. The following regulation is hereby substituted for regulation 2 of the Regulations:

"2. (1) Container labels for alcoholic beverages must contain at least one of the

health messages set out in the annexure to these regulations.

(2) A health message referred to in sub -regulation (1)shall-

(i) be visible, legible and indelible and the legibility thereof shall not

be affected by any other matter, printed or otherwise;

(ii) be on a space specifically devoted for it which must be at least one

eighth of the total size of the container;

(iii) be in black on a white background; and

(iv) be exhibited with equal regularity to every other message, on each product

line, within a thirty six months cycle;
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Short title and commencement

3. These Regulations are called the Amendment Regulations Relating to Health

Messages on Container Labels of Alcoholic Beverages, 2015 and come into

operation 36 months from the date of publication.

REGULATIONS DEFINING THE SCOPE OF THE PROFESSION OF SPEECH-

LANGUAGE THERAPY

The Minister of Health has, in terms of section 61 read with section 33(1) of the Health

Professions Act, 1974 (Act No.56 of 1974) and on the recommendations of the Health

Professions Council of South Africa and Professional Board for Speech, Language and

Hearing Professions, made the regulations in the schedule.

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SCHEDULE

Definitions

1. In these regulations "the Act" means the Health Professions Act, 1974 (Act No.

56 of 1974), and any expression to which a meaning has been assigned in the Act

bears that meaning unless the context otherwise indicates:

"speech -language therapist" means a person who is registered as such under the

Act;

"speech- language therapy" means the profession of a person who is registered as a

speech -language therapist under the Act;

Scope of practice of profession of speech -language therapy

2. (1) The scope and practice of the profession of speech- language therapy

shall for the purpose of the application of the Act, be deemed to be acts pertaining to

the scope of the profession of speech -language therapy, namely:

(a) Communication and swallowing;

(b) clinical services;

(c) promotion;

(d) prevention and advocacy;

(e) education and training;
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(f) administration;

(g) practice settings; and

(h) range of clients.

Communication and swallowing

(2) Communication and swallowing within the profession of speech -language

therapy refer to the following activities by a speech language therapist:

(a) Addressing communication and swallowing disorders in thefollowing

areas:

(i) speech sound production: articulation, apraxia of speech, dysarthria

and dyskinesia;

(ii) resonance;

(iii) voice: phonation quality, pitch, loudness and respiration;

(iv) fluency: stuttering and cluttering;

(v) language(comprehension and expression): phonology, morphology,

syntax, semantics, pragmatics (language use, social aspects of

communication), literacy (reading, writing, spelling), pre -linguistic

communication (e.g. joint attention, intentionality, communicative

signalling), and paralinguistic communication;

(vi) cognition: attention, memory, sequencing, and executive

functioning;
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(vii) feeding and swallowing: oral, pharyngeal, Iaryngealcomponentsorfacial

myology (including tongue thrust), and oral -motor functions; and

(b) diagnosing, assessing, and treating communication and swallowing

disorders; advocating for healthy lifestyle practices to prevent

communication and swallowing disorders; educating the public about

communication and swallowing disorders; administering and managing

clinical and academic programs.

Clinical services

(3) Clinical services within the profession of speech -language therapy refer to the

following activities by a speech language therapist:

(a) Screening persons for hearing loss or middle ear pathology using conventional

pure -tone air conduction methods (including otoscopic inspection), otoacoustic

emissions screening, or screening tympanometry;

(b) using instrumentation (e.g.videofluoroscopy, trans -nasal endoscopy, trans -oral

stroboscopy, nasometry, computer technology) to observe, collect data, and

measure parameters of communication and swallowing or other upper

aerodigestive functions;

(c) providing intervention and support services for persons diagnosed with speech,

and language disorders;

(d) providing intervention and support services for persons diagnosed with auditory

processing disorders;

(e) addressing behaviours (e.g. perseverative or disruptive actions) and

environments and (e.g. classroom seating, positioning for swallowing safety or

attention, communication opportunities) that affect communication and

swallowing;

(f) providing speech -language therapy services to patients and their families or

caregivers (e.g. auditory training for children with cochlear implants and hearing

aids; speech -reading; speech and language intervention secondary to hearing

loss; visual inspection and listening checks of amplification devices for the

purpose of troubleshooting, including verification of appropriate battery voltage);

(g) providing speech -language therapy services to modify or enhance

communication performance (e.g. transgender voice, care and improvement of

the professional voice);

(h) developing, selecting, and prescribing multimodal augmentative and alternative

communication systems, including unaided strategies (e.g. manual signs,

gestures) and aided strategies (e.g. speech -generating devices, manual

communication boards, picture schedules);

selecting, fitting, and establishing effective use of prosthetic or adaptive devices

for communication and swallowing (e.g. tracheoesophageal prostheses,

speaking valves, electrolarynges; this service does not include the selection or

fitting of sensory devices used by persons suffering from hearing loss or other

auditory perceptual deficits, which falls within the scope of practice of

audiologists);

(i)
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(j) counselling patients, their families, co- workers, educators, and otherpersons in

the community regarding acceptance, adaptation, and decision making about

communication and swallowing;

(k) collaborating with other professionals (e.g. identifying neonates and infants at

risk for hearing loss, participating in palliative care teams, planning lessons with

educators, serving on learner support teams) where necessary;

(I) serving as case managers, service delivery coordinators,and members of

collaborative teams (e.g. individualised family service plan and individualised

education program teams, transition planning teams);

(m) documenting the provision of services in accordance with accepted procedures

appropriate for the practice setting;

(n) assisting with appropriate educational placement;

(o) providing referrals and information to other professionals, agencies, and

consumer organisations; using data to guide clinical decision making and

determine the effectiveness of services;

(p) making service delivery decisions (e.g. admission or eligibility, frequency,

duration, location, discharge or dismissal) across the lifespan;

(q) determining appropriate context for service delivery (e.g. home, school,

telepractice, community);

(r) facilitating the process of obtaining funding for equipment and services related to

difficulties with communication and swallowing; and

(s) serving as expert witness.
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Promotion

(4) Speech -language therapy promotion activities include the following:

(a) Promoting healthy lifestyle practices to prevent communication and swallowing

disorders(e.g. promotion of the cessation of smoking, the wearing of seat belts

and helmets appropriately, practicing road safety; stroke prevention); and

(b) promoting behaviours that facilitate the acquisition and development of speech

and language (e.g. encouraging parent and caregiver communication with

neonates and infants; fostering reading by parents in children).

Prevention and advocacy

(5) Speech -language therapists engage in prevention and advocacy activities

relating to communication and swallowing when -

(a) presenting primary prevention information to risk groups;

(b) providing early identification and early intervention services;

(c) advocating prevention for individuals and families through:

(i) community awareness;

(ii) health literacy;

(iii) the facilitation of access to full participation in communication;

(iv) the elimination of societal, cultural, and linguistic barriers;

(v) participating in policy development and implementation;
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(d) advocating at the local, provincial and nationallevels of government for improved

policies affecting access to services;

(e) advocating for social inclusion and participation;

(f) promoting professional services;

(g) recruiting potential speech -language therapists; and

(h) active participation in professional organisations to contribute to best practices in

the profession.

Education and training

(6) Education and training within the profession of speech -language therapy pertains

to the following:

(a) Educating the public, and fostering awareness about communication and

swallowing disorders and the treatment thereof;

(b) providing in- service training to families, caregivers, and other professionals;

(c) educating, supervising, and mentoring current and future speech -language

therapists;

(d) educating speech -language therapy assistants; and

(e) conducting research.
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Administration

(7) Administration within the profession of speech -language therapy pertains to the

following:

(a) Administering and managing clinical and academic programs;

(b) participating in the development of policies, operational procedures, and

professional standards; and

(c) supervising and managing support personnel.

Practice settings

(8) Speech- language therapists provide their services in a variety of settings

including, but not limited to-

(a) early intervention pre -schools, day -care facilities, schools;

(b) hospitals, clinics, rehabilitation facilities, long term care facilities, behaviour

mental health facilities;

(c) tertiary institutions of education;

(d) private practices;

(e) homes and community residences;

(f) communities;

(g) corporate and industrial settings;

(h) research facilities;

(i) supported and other employment settings;
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(j) correctional institutions;

(k) military; and

(I) local, provincial and national institutions and government departments.

Range of clients or patients

(9) Speech- language therapists provide their service to all age groups, individual

patients, their families, and groups from diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds.

Short title and commencement

3. These Regulations are called the Regulations Defining the Scope of the

Profession of Speech -language Therapy, 2017, and shall come into operation on the

date of the publication thereof.

1. SCOPE OF APPLICATION

The terms of this Agreement shall be observed by employers and employees in the
Furniture, Bedding and Upholstery Manufacturing Industry as defined hereunder in the
Provinces of Gauteng, North West, Mpumalanga, Limpopo and Free State.

"Furniture, Bedding and Upholstery Manufacturing Industry" or "industry" means,
without in any way limiting the ordinary meaning of the expression, the industry in which
employers and their employees are associated for the manufacture, either in whole or as a
complete unit or in part as a component or components, of all types of furniture and bedding
as well as upholstery and /or re- upholstery and will, inter alla include the following:

1. Furniture

Repairing, staining, spraying, polishing, re- polishing, making loose covers and/or
cushions, wood machining, veneering, woodturning, carving, assembling, painting,
wood bending and laminating. Furniture manufacturing will also include the
manufacturing, installation, repairing, polishing, re- polishing, staining, spraying of
pianos, organs, movable room /office partitions, kitchen cupboards, kitchen cupboard
tops, kitchen cupboard components (irrespective of materials used), attached wall
cupboards, built -in cupboards, built -in cupboard components, free standing bars or
built -in bar counters, cane, wicker or grass furniture, cabinets including cabinets for
musical instruments and radios, wireless or television cabinets, bathroom cupboards,
any other cupboard tops and furniture for tea-rooms, restaurants, offices, churches,
schools, libraries, other educational institutions, conference centres and theatres but
excluding the manufacturing of furniture made mainly of metal and /or plastic
materials.

2. Bedding

The manufacturing, repairing, covering, re- covering of mattress bases, mattresses,
spring mattresses, overlays, bolsters, pillows, cushions for studio couches, spring
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units, box -spring mattresses and studio couches, but excluding the manufacturing of
bedding made mainly of metal and /or plastic materials.

"Studio Couch" means an article of furniture, which is designed for seating and for
conversion into a double bed or two or more beds and of which the frames are
constructed mainly of metal and the seating and/or sleeping surfaces consist of
mattresses and /or cushions.

3. Upholstery

The upholstering or re- upholstering of any furniture, or item of furniture, bedding,
pelmets and mattress bases.

1.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 1.1 the provisions of this Agreement-

t2.1 apply only to employees for whom wages are prescribed in this Agreement and
to the employers of such employees; and

1.2.2 apply to learners under the Skills Development Act, 1998, or any contracts
entered into or any conditions fixed thereunder

2. PERIOD OF OPERATION OF AGREEMENT

2.1 This Agreement shall, in terms of section 31 of the Act, become binding on the above parties on
1 May 2018 until 30 April 2020.

2.2 This Agreement shall be binding on non party employers and employees on the date as may be
determined by the Minister of Labour in terms of section 32 of the Act and shall remain in force
for the period ending 30 April 2020.

(c) Agency Shop Fees (where applicable); and

(d) Death and Disability Scheme contributions. Refer to clause 10 of ADDENDUM 1."

2. Substitute PHASE TWO with the following:
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During this period the employee(s) shall be remunerated at not less than 75% of the prevailing

minimum hourly rates of pay, as prescribed in Addendum 2 or Addendum 3, subject to no

employee being paid less than the national minimum hourly rate of pay. In addition to the

levies, contributions and fees payable in Phases One and Two, the following contributions shall

become payable as prescribed in Addendum 1:

Provident Fund Contributions. (A Standard Death and Disability Scheme contribution (refer to

clause 9.3) will be diverted from this Provident Fund

contribution, which replaces the requirement for the payment of

a fixed Death and Disability Scheme contribution as required in

terms of Phases One and Two of this concession). ".

4. Substitute PHASE FOUR with the following:

"PHASE FOUR: As from October of the fourth year of registration

All the provisions of the prevailing Agreement administered by this Council shall become

2 Purpose 

A Radio Frequency Spectrum Assignment Plan (RFSAP) provides information on the 
requirements attached to the use of a frequency band in line with the allocation and other 
information in the National Radio Frequency Plan (NRFP). This information includes technical 
characteristics of radio systems, frequency channelling, coordination and details on required 
migration of existing users of the band and the expected method of assignment. 

This Radio Frequency Spectrum Assignment Plan states the requirements for the utilization 
of the frequency band 156.4875 to 156.5625 MHz for Maritime Mobile and Single Frequency 
Mobile. 

Maritime Mobile systems are used for shore-to-ship, ship-to-ship and ship-to-shore 
communications. 
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The frequency is pre-assigned for Maritime Mobile as a priority.  Single Frequency Mobile 
assignments may be used where there is no possibility of harmful interference to Maritime 
Mobile users. 

The intention of this RFSAP is to: 

 Ensure that all SF mobile users within 50Km of water bodies vacate the band. 
 Permit a SF Mobile operating beyond 50km from the water shoreline in the 156.4875-

156.5125 MHz and 156.5375-156.5625 MHz bands to migrate into the said bands 
subject to the conditions stated above. 

3 General 

Technical characteristics of equipment used in for Single Frequency Mobile and Maritime 
Mobile shall conform to all applicable South African standards, international standards, 
International Telecommunications Union (ITU) and its radio regulations as agreed and 
adopted by South Africa. 

All installations must comply with safety rules as specified in applicable standards. 

The equipment used shall be certified under South African law and regulations. 

The allocation of this frequency band and the information in this Radio Frequency Spectrum 
Assignment Plan (RFSAP) are subject to review. 

Use of this band will be for: 

 Maritime Mobile Services. 
 Single Frequency Mobile – but not within 50km of the coast or water-bodies 

where Maritime Mobile Services are in use.

The frequency band 156.4875-156.5625 MHz provides a total bandwidth of 0.075 MHz for 
Maritime Mobile Services and Single Frequency Mobile.

5 Requirements for usage of radio frequency spectrum 

This chapter covers the minimum key characteristics considered necessary in order to make 
the best use of the available frequencies. 

The use of the band is for Maritime Mobile Services and is limited to Single Frequency Mobile 
for inland areas more than 50Km from the coast and water bodies on a No Interference No 
Protection (NINP) Basis to Mobile Maritime Services. 

Only systems using digital technologies that promote spectral efficiency will be issued with an 
assignment. Capacity enhancing digital techniques is being rapidly developed and such 
techniques that promote efficient use of spectrum, without reducing quality of service are 
encouraged. 

In some cases, a radio system conforming to the requirements of this RFSAP may require 
modifications if harmful interference is caused to other radio stations or systems. 

The allocation of spectrum and shared services within these bands are found in the National 
Radio Frequency Plan (NRFP) and an extract of NRFP is shown in Appendix A.  

Maximum radiated power: 

 Base Station transmissions should not exceed 44.8 dBm/5MHz EIRP. 
 Mobile Station transmissions should not exceed 38.8 dBm EIRP.

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On a case-to-case basis, higher EIRP may be permitted if acceptable technical justification is 
provided. 

In some cases, a radio system conforming to the requirements of this RFSAP may require 
modifications if major interference is caused to other radio stations or systems. 

6 Implementation 

This Radio Frequency Assignment Plan comes into effect on the date of publication. 

No new assignment for Single Frequency Mobile in the 156.4875-156.5626 MHz band shall 
be approved unless they comply with this RFSAP. 

7 Co-ordination Requirements 

Co-ordination is performed by the Authority during the process of assignment. 

In the event of any interference, the Authority will require affected parties to carry out 
coordination. In the event that the interference continues to be unresolved after 24 hours, the 
affected parties may refer the matter to the Authority for a resolution. The Authority will decide 
the necessary modifications and schedule of modifications to resolve the dispute. The 
Authority will be guided by the interference resolution process as shown in Appendix B. 

Assignment holders shall take full advantage of interference mitigation techniques such as 
antenna discrimination, tilt, polarization, frequency discrimination, shielding/blocking 
(introduce diffraction loss), site selection, and/or power control to facilitate the coordination of 
systems. 

8 Assignment 

Standard Approach 

The assignment of frequency will take place according to the Standard Application 
Procedures in the Radio Frequency Spectrum Regulations 2015. 

9 Revocation 

Existing radio frequency spectrum licences for SF Mobile within 50km of a water body where 
the use of the Maritime Mobile can be envisaged will be revoked. 

10 Radio Frequency Migration 

SF Mobile may continue to operate within 156.375 – 156.7625 MHz on a non-interference 
basis and non-protection basis to Maritime mobile services in inland areas.  

Any SF Mobile users within close proximity (50 km or less) to water-bodies to migrate out of 
this band. 
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In addition, subject to the above requirements, SF mobile operating outside 156.4875 – 
156.5125 MHz and 156.5375-156.5625 MHz may migrate into the said bands.

REGULATIONS RELATING TO VETERINARY AND PARA -VETERINARY PROFESSIONS: AMENDMENT

The Minister of Agriculture has under section 43 of the Veterinary and Para- Veterinary Professions Act, 1982
(Act No. 19 of 1982), made the regulations in the Schedule.

SCHEDULE - REGULATIONS

Definition

1. In this Schedule "the Regulations" means the regulations published by Government Notice No. R. 2085

September 1994, R.47 of 20 January 1995, R. 701 of 12 May 1995, R. 1401 of 15 September 1995, R.
561 of 1 April 1996, R. 256 of 14 February 1997, R. 257 of 14 February 1997, R. 96 of 16 January 1998,
R. 501 of April 1998, R. 751 of 5 June 1998, R. 374 of 26 March 1999, R. 422 of April 1999, R. 618 of23
June 2000, R. 734 of 17 August 2001, R. 324 of 22 March 2002, R. 1571 of 20 December 2002, R. 562
of 2 May 2003, R. 275 of 5 March 2004, R. 568 of 7 May 2004, R. 679 of 4 June 2004, R. 343 of 15 April

Insertion of regulations 21K, 21L and 21M into the Regulations

2. The Regulations are hereby amended by the insertion after Regulation 21J of the following
regulations:

"21 K: Requirements for registration to practise the para- veterinary profession of veterinary
physiotherapist

(1) Any applicant that applies for registration as a veterinary physiotherapist must submit the following
documents:

(a) A certificate of competence in mathematics and physical science or biology /life sciences issued
for school leaving purposes by a competent secondary level schooling authority of South Africa;
or

(b) The relevant qualification as stipulated by the South African Veterinary Council.

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(2) The degree referred to in regulation 21 which entitles a candidate to register as a veterinary
physiotherapist must:

(3)

(a) Comprise of the completion of at least four academic years of study as a registered
veterinary physiotherapy student;

(b) Be constituted of the exit level outcomes specified in the Table 10A; and

(c) Be constituted of the subject courses specified in Table 10B.

Upon completion of the prescribed degree a registered veterinary physiotherapy student may, if the
examining authority is satisfied that the provision of the Act and these regulations have been
successfully complied with, be registered as a veterinary physiotherapist.

21 L Curriculum requirements

The curriculum of any tertiary institution that offers a course for study for qualification as a Veterinary
Physiotherapist in terms of regulation shall comprise of the exit level outcomes specified in Table 10A and the
subject courses specified in Table 10B.

21 M Examination of the para veterinary profession of veterinary physiotherapist

(1) The examination for the degree shall be based on the assessment criteria specified in Table 10A and
includes examination in the subject courses specified in Table 10B.

(2) If the examination consists of a practical and a theoretical part, a sub -minimum mark of 40 percent
must be obtained in each part.

(3) A candidate shall pass an examination in a subject if at least 50 percent of the maximum marks
obtainable in the examination for that subject, is obtained.

Substitution of Table 4 of the Regulations

2. Table 4 is hereby amended by insertion of:

MEMORANDUM ON THE OBJECTS OF THE LAND SURVEY AMENDMENT BILL, 
2017 
 

1. OBJECTS OF THE BILL 

 The Land Survey Amendment Bill, 2017 ("Bill") seeks to amend the Land 

 Survey Act, 1997 (Act No. 8 of 1997) ("Act"), in order to, amongst others— 

(a) amend certain definitions; 

(b) align certain sections with the structure of the Department of Rural 

Development ("Department"); 

(c) provide for the appointment of certain members of the Survey Regulations 

Board ("Board"); and 

(d) regulate the survey of land in the Republic of South Africa and provide for 

matters connected therewith. 

 

2. CLAUSE BY CLAUSE ANALYSIS 

2.1 CLAUSE 1 

2.1.1 Clause 1 seeks to delete the definition of ‘Chief Director’.  As a result of this 

 deletion, the definition of ‘Chief Director’ becomes obsolete.  Section 2A of the 

 Act provides for appointment, powers and functions of Chief Director: Surveys 

 and Mapping. 

2.1.2 The current definition of "trigonometrical station" makes provision for the 

 erection of any survey station under the direction of the Chief Director, instead 

 of the Chief Surveyor-General who bears the responsibility of national control 

 of the survey system.  Clause 1 proposes that the erection of survey stations 

 take place under the authority of the Chief Surveyor-General. 
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2.2 CLAUSE 2 

 This clause seeks to delete section 2A of the Act in order to align the Act with 

 the structure of the Department.   

 

2.3 CLAUSE 3 

 In line with clause 1, this clause seeks to create certainty regarding the duties 

 of the Chief Surveyor-General by clarifying the role played by the Chief 

 Surveyor-General in respect of his or her functions.  This clause empowers 

 the Chief Surveyor-General to take charge of geodetic, topographical and 

 cadastral surveys in the Republic of South Africa.  

 

2.4 CLAUSE 4 

 This clause seeks to delete section 3A which provides for the duties of the 

 Chief Director. 

 

2.5 CLAUSE 5 

 This clause seeks to empower the Director-General to prescribe fees for any 

 office that operates under the authority of the Chief Surveyor-General.  
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2.6 CLAUSE 6 

2.6.1 Section 9 of the Act deals with the establishment of the Board which consist of 

 the Chief Surveyor-General, three land surveyors who are  appointed by the 

 Minister and three land surveyors who are nominated by the South African 

 Geomatics Council ("Council").  Section 9 (1) (b) of the Act makes provision 

 for land surveyors to be appointed by the Minister.   Furthermore, section (1) 

 (b) of the Act does not make provision for land surveyors nominated by the 

 Council to be appointed by the Minister.  The Bill seeks to address this issue. 

2.6.2 Section 9 of the Act does not provide for the term of the Board. The proposed 

 amendments to section 9 (4) (a) of the Act seeks to prescribe the term of 

 Board. 

2.6.3 Section 9 of the Act does not provide for the manner within which the Minister 

 may remove, upon request, a member nominated by the Council from office.   

 The proposed amendment to section 9 (4) (b) of the Act seeks to address this 

 issue.  

2.6.4 Members of the Board are at times not capable of finalising their duties before 

 their term of office expires.  This situation requires that the members 

 concerned be appointed for a second term for purposes of continuity. The 

 proposed amendment to section 9 (4) (c) of the Act seeks to address this 

 issue. 
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2.7 CLAUSE 7 

 Section 14 of the Act makes provision for the lodging of general plans and the 

 manner in which they may be handled. The Board resolved that provisional 

 general plans have become an unnecessary burden on the cadastral system 

 of the Republic of South Africa and there is no longer a need for them.   As a 

 result the Board resolved to substitute regulation 20 (2) which makes 

 provision for the lodging of provisional general plans.  

 

2.8 CLAUSE 8 

 Clause 8 makes provision for the erection of town survey marks that falls 

 within the jurisdiction of a local authority under the direction of the Chief 

 Surveyor-General as well as the maintenance of such town survey marks by 

 the local authority concerned. 

 

2.9 CLAUSE 9      

 This clause proposes an amendment to section 43 of the Act by providing that 

 no person shall place any fence-post, fence-anchor or any other erection or 

 make any excavation within one meter of any trigonometrical station, 

 excluding a town survey mark without the consent of the Chief Surveyor-

 General.  
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2.10 CLAUSE 10 

 This clause proposes an amendment to section 44 of the Act by providing that 

 any beacon in connection with which an offence has been committed shall be 

 deemed to be the property of the person upon whose land or upon a 

 boundary of whose land that beacon was situate, and any bench-mark, 

 reference mark or trigonometrical station in connection with which an offence 

 was committed shall be deemed to be the property of the Chief Surveyor-

 General for the purpose of awarding compensation in respect of any damage 

 caused by such offence.  

 

2.11 CLAUSE 11 

 This clause proposes an amendment to section 45 of the Act by deleting the 

 ‘Chief Director’ as one of the officials who is empowered in terms of the Act to 

 enter upon land for the purposes of performing their functions in accordance 

 with the provisions of the Act. 

 

2.12 CLAUSE 12 

 Clause 12 proposes the deletion of section 50(8) of the Act which makes 

 provision for the transitional arrangement in respect of the appointment of the 

 Chief Director. 

 

2.13 CLAUSE 13  

 This clause contains the short title of the Bill.
