MANAGEMENT WASTE ACT, 2008 (ACT NO. 59 OF 2008)

|, Bomo Edith Edna Molewa, Minister of Environmental Affairs, hereby give notice of my intention to
make regulations pertaining to the identification and setting of admission of guilt fines in terms of
section 34G of the National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act No.107 of 1998) for certain
offences listed in section 67 of the National Environmental Management: Waste Act, 2008 (Act No. 59
of 2008), set out in the Schedule hereto.

SCHEDULE

Definitions. —In these Regulations any word or expression to which a meaning has been assigned
in the Act, the Waste Act or the regulations made thereunder, as the case may be, shall have the
meaning so assigned and, unless the content indicates otherwise —

“Waste Act” means the National Environmental Management: Waste Act, 2008 (Act No. 59 of
2008);

*hazardous waste’ shall have the meaning assigned to it in Schedule 3 Category A to the Waste
Act and shall be identified with reference to Schedule 3 Category A to the Waste Act;

"general waste” shall have the meaning assigned to it in Schedule 3 of the Waste Act and shall be
identified with reference to Schedule 3 Category B to the Waste Act;

“priority waste” means a waste declared to be a priority in terms of section 14 of the Waste Act;
“the Act” means the National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998);

Offences under the Waste Act. — The offences in terms of the Waste Act are, to the extent
specified in the Table to these Regulations, hereby specified as offences in respect of which a
maximum admission of guilt fine, stipulated in column 3 of the said Table, may be issued and paid.

Applicability. — These Regulations apply only to offences in terms of the Waste Act that relate to
general waste and are not applicable to offences that relate to hazardous waste andfor priority

waste.

Short title and commencement. —These Regulations are called the Waste Act: Admission of Guilt
Fine Regulations, 2014 and take effect on the date of publication thereof in the Gazette.
